
Lehigh County Conservation Dis- Summer 2008 

Municipal Roundtable— 
 

On June 4th, 2008 the Lehigh County Conservation District (LCCD) sponsored a municipal roundtable at the Lehigh County Com-
missioners' Hearing Room in downtown Allentown.  The purpose of this gathering was to discuss concerns the municipalities of Lehigh 
County have with respect to Post Construction Stormwater Management (PCSM) and, if applicable, Municipal Separate Storm Sewer 
Systems (MS-4s). Our informal Panel included several Pennsylvania Department of Environmental Protection (PA DEP) personnel, a 
representative from the Lehigh Valley Planning Commission, and two municipal planning attorneys.  James Kelly, Ex-Commissioner 
and LCCD Board Member moderated the event. Questions forwarded to the panel prior to the event by the audience were dis-
cussed.  These questions were on topics such as whether it is possible to start a Stormwater Authority, how inspections of PCSM Best 
Management Practices (BMPs) by the municipalities will be paid for in the future, how private PCSM BMPs failures will impact a mu-
nicipality’s MS-4 and how some of these items can be written into ordinance.  (Below are pictures from the event.)  

Watershed Awareness

The Conservation District and the Borough of 
Emmaus jointly hosted its  6th Annual Watershed Awareness Day at 
Emmaus Community Park on May 14th. Over 600 eighth grade students 
from the East Penn School District participated in the event. This all-day 
event, which began at 8:30 a.m. and ended at 2:00 p.m., featured about 
eighteen different presentations from a wide variety of natural resource 
agencies and private companies engaged in natural resource work. All 
presenters offered their programs free of charge. The presenters at this 
event conducted a series of 20-minute presentations throughout the day, 
geared to fourteen-year old students. The presentations covered a few 
main ideas on a topic related to water resources. Students, in class-sized 
groups, rotated through five or six different 20-minute presentations.
